Requirements for Pre-Certification





Family and Youth Direct Service Providers <Partners> with significant prior training and experience may pre-qualify for Certification without having to attend the initial 80 hours of training and follow-up consultations. However, to maintain certification support partners must attend a minimum of 24 hours of advance training per year and 24 hours of consultation/coaching per year.  Partners that want to receive Roundtable accreditation; must complete the pre-qualification check list, then apply to complete the qualification examination.  Upon successful completion of the examination, the applicant will be granted a Certificate of Accreditation.





The check list for those wishing to qualify to take the Certification examination is noted below.





_____1. The applicant has gained significant life experience through participation <received/receiving services> in one or more of the public child serving agencies such as: mental health, social services, juvenile justice, and/or special education.





_____2. The applicant has obtained a minimum of 120 hours skills development training in areas that support the role of a support partner.  This would include topics such as: boundaries, legal/ethical issues, wraparound, family-professional partnership; team building; and assisting families in the planning process. Please attached a list of trainings including dates, hours and topic. 





_____3. The applicant has completed a minimum of two years experience in working as Support Partner providing direct services to families. 





_____ 4. The applicant has received a recommendation, from a community representative such as: employer, public service system representative, and provider of public service and/or family/youth organization. <Attached letter>





_____5. The applicant has written a statement  requesting certification (maximum one page) highlighting their successes in building partnerships between families/youth and public system providers.





_____ 6.  The applicant has two additional letters of recommendations, at least one from a family/youth severed.
